£205 million, including £25 million for summer schools, was made available to provide out of school
hours learning activities in half of all secondary schools and special schools and a quarter of all primary
schools. The Initiative was later expanded with £25.5 million made available to fund school sports
co-ordinators. During 2004/05, a further £28.4 million has been allocated within England to expand
funding of school sports co-ordinators as part of the Young People’s Fund.

Over the lifetime of the initiative, the Fund has offered grants valuing £215.3 million representing
89 per cent of the amount available under this initiative.

Between 1 April 2004 and 31 March 2005, 13 grants totalling £0.2 million were offered under the out
of school hours — learning initiative, and 103 grants totalling £8.6 million were offered under the school
sports co-ordinators programme.
